the Mediterranean, building on the Barcelona process 
launched in 1995 

• The principle of the “Barcelona Process: Union for the
Mediterranean” was approved by the European Council on
13/14 March 2008.

• The Plan will integrate existing Euromed policies, notably
in the field of renewable energies and grid infrastructure.

• The summit of July 13th in Paris officially launched the
Union for the Mediterranean.

The Mediterranean solar plan
- UfM co-presidency letter to the heads of Member States-

•Asking for a selection of priority projects to ensure broad 
political support, specifying the main criteria for project 
selection :

– capacity to launch the project in 2009/2010

– existence of an industrial project sponsor
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– existence of an industrial project sponsor

– commitment of host country to ensure commercial viability of 
the projects

• asking host countries to identify an “MSP coordinator” 
for the government of each country

• presenting the contact points of the Franco-Egyptian co-
presidency

•Work with multilateral and bilateral banks to design a 

streamlined financial scheme for MSP projects (WB, ABD, 

EIB, AFD, KfW,…)
